Kelly Roberts (hence forward referred to as Breeder/I) Guarantees that the described dog below is a purebred Labrador retriever with AKC Registered parents.

1. Your new puppy will be vaccinated at 6 weeks of age with 5-Way Vaccine {Recommended for vaccination against canine distemper, hepatitis, adenovirus cough, parainfluenza, and parvovirus.} It is necessary that you follow up with your local vet to receive more vaccinations at 9 weeks and 12 weeks of age. The puppy will be dewormed a minimum of 3 times while in my care. 
2. You will receive a puppy care package, health record, feeding schedule, 8 lb bag of Life’s Abundance Adult & Puppy Formula Premium Dry Food, soft blanket, AKC Papers and a final receipt. 
3. We offer a 4 (Four) year warranty: We believe that most disease is caused by what we are feeding our pets. All of our dogs and puppies are being fed an all natural, holistic dog food, Life’s Abundance Dog & Puppy food.  To take advantage of the FOUR year health guarantee, buyer must maintain puppy on Life's Abundance Dog & Puppy food. This item must be purchased through www.mainelabs.com or www.lifesabundance.com/macklabs so the breeder can track the food purchases for the pup.  Puppy must also see the Veterinarian yearly for a health check, receive appropriate vaccinations by the Veterinarian and stay on Veterinarian recommended worming and heartworm prevention.  Buyer must provide adequate exercise (evidenced in proper weight control), provide clean water and provide a clean living environment for the puppy. This health guarantee does not cover infectious disease, parasites, poisonings, or accidents.  It also will not cover any disease process caused by abuse or neglect. Failure to follow the above stated regimen will result in the void all health guarantees and warranties (written or verbal).
         Every reasonable precaution has been taken to prevent this puppy from acquiring hereditary hip dysplasia,  

 cataracts, elbows or thyroid ailments. However, should this puppy develop any of these problems deemed to be hereditary by 4 years of age, Mackenzie Labradors will replace the puppy when one is available after notification and written verification by OFA (hips), CERF (eyes), or a Board Certified Cardiologist (heart) – provided that written verification is received by the seller that the dog has been spayed or neutered. No refund shall be given if the dog has not been examined by 4 years of age, or if the dog or bitch has been previously bred. This refund only applies to the original buyer. 

Should the puppy become ill within the first 4 (Four) years of its life - provided the above conditions are met, breeder will reimburse buyer 1/2 (one half) of the Veterinarian bills for the described illness, up to one half of the purchase price of the dog.  This will not include well puppy checkups, vaccinations, or routine Veterinarian care.  

The breeder makes no guarantee regarding the loss of the puppy due to accidental death, poisoning, theft, sickness, etc. or any other loss beyond the breeder's control, except as stated above.
4. Breeder cannot guarantee adult size, conformation or color.

5. Buyer shall assume full responsibility for the health, temperament, and appearance of the      
          below described dog upon possession.

6.  Buyer further agrees to maintain the dog at all times in good health with periodic check-
           ups and recommended immunizations. The Buyer shall provide the animal with

           humane care and maintain it in accordance with all current and future state, county, and

           municipal laws and ordinances where the Buyer resides or will reside.
7. The actions and upbringing of the puppy is the responsibility of the owner.  Under no circumstances is the breeder to be held responsible for the dog or the dog's behavior. It is highly recommended that a professional trainer be consulted to train the Dog and Buyer in the proper handling of the Dog.
8. Breeder/seller reserves the right to cancel sale at any given time if she decides this would be in the best interest of  the puppy.  In this case all money's would be returned to potential buyer.

9. The breeder assumes no responsibility for this puppy/dog after leaving the premises regarding medical expenses or otherwise incurred by the buyer on behalf of his canine without written approval of Kelly Roberts.

10. Your puppy is being sold with Limited AKC Registration. Your puppy is eligible for American Kennel Cub ("AKC") registration, and I will provide you with the AKC registration forms needed to register your pup. It is up to you to submit the forms to the AKC in a timely manner for the purposes of registration. Upon receipt of the puppy, s/he will be eligible for AKC Limited Registration. What this means is that s/he will be registered as purebred and be eligible to compete in AKC events (with the exception of conformation), including but not    limited to obedience trials, hunt tests, agility, etc. S/he WILL NOT be eligible for breeding with limited registration.
11. If at any time in the puppy or dog's lifetime the buyer cannot or is not willing to keep the  
          puppy or dog, ownership will automatically  REVERT back to the Breeder. This is in the 

          interest of the puppy or dog and assures that the Breeder can be sure the puppy does not 

         end up with an irresponsible or abusive owner. This paragraph does not pertain to congenital or       

         hereditary defects diagnosed by a licensed veterinarian.  Such remedies are detailed in another part   

         of this contract.  The puppy/dog may be returned to the breeder at anytime, no questions asked, no 
         refund will be given.
12. Puppies requiring boarding past 8 weeks of age will be charged a $20.00 per day boarding fee. This covers the additional food, care and potty training.
